Sister M. Alodia, formerly Theresia Wartner, died
on January 27, 1969, at 7:35 a.m. at Our Lady of Angels
Retirement Home, Joliet. Sister Alodia was in her 82nd
year and the 64th year of her religious life. The cause of
death was a pulmonary embolism after a three year bout
with pelvic cancer. Funeral services were held at Our
Lady of Angels Chapel at 10 a.m. on January 17 with
burial in Resurrection Cemetery, Romeoville, IL.

Theresia was born on March 19, 1887, to Joseph and
Maria Diemond in Detroit, Michigan. She came to Joliet to
begin her postulancy on March 20, 1905, the day after her
18th birthday. As Sister Alodia she began her Novitiate on
January 15, 1906, pronounced her First Vows on August
15, 1908, and her Final Vows on August 12, 1914. Sister
Alodia celebrated Jubilees in 1933, 1958, and 1968. Her
younger sister, Margaret, joined the community in 1922, to
become Sister M. Lois. Although many years younger she
died almost two years before Sister Alodia with a very
similar cancer.
